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Abstract. The article is devoted to the most important monument of Late Antique literature — the work of
Zacharias (Scholastic) Rhetorician «Ammoniusy». This work is a polemical Christian work, composed in
the classical ancient form of dialogue and is a large and serious work written against the neo-Platonists.
On the part of the Gazan school, only three such polemical works were written: «Theophrastus» by
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product of the interaction of his ascetic and sophistic surroundings.
