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Abstract. The article is focused on the problem of the reliability of information about the presence of an elite
unit of the Immortals in the army of Darius Ill. It has been determined that the only direct indication of the
presence of these forces in the Persian army during the Macedonian conquests was given by Curtius Rufus.
This fragment has clear signs of relying on the work by Herodotus. Historiography has concluded that the
Immortals are identical to the detachment of Apple Bearers who actually performed the functions of the royal
guard during the time of the late Achaemenids. The results of a comparative analysis of information from
ancient sources show that these conclusions are poorly substantiated. The testimony of Curtius Rufus, not
confirmed by other sources, may be considered to be the result of purely literary borrowing that does not refer
to Persian military practice during the reign of Darius 1.
